The Mat-Su Crime Stoppers Board of Directors is comprised of community-minded people living
within the Mat-Su. New Board members are recruited throughout the year. The Board meets

monthly to evaluate arrests and determine reward amounts. Rewards are distributed to the caller in
a confidential manner.
